· Ensure all electrical equipment required for races has a current electrical approval tag.
· Arrange for the repair of any equipment that is not in suitable condition in a timely way.
· Maintain an inventory of all equipment (other than tools) purchased by or on behalf of the Campus Pedal Prix group.

· Coordinate the purchase or hire of any equipment needed with respect to the September event such as generators, lights etc.

	Camping Allocation
	· Once the Campus’ pit allocation is known for the September event, become familiar with the camping layout.

· Organise the camping allocation for the September event at Murray Bridge.

	Training Day
	· Together with the Pedal Prix Manager, Teacher reps and Team Managers, plan and co-ordinate the training day at Murray Bridge or other specified location (when applicable), including the transport of cars and bikes.
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
